Human impact on the desert

· The human exploitation of desert regions results in the drainage of underground aquifers (are wet underground layer of water bearing rock) and soil poisoning through Stalinization - is accelerating the rate at which deserts are drying out to the point of being killed off.
· Desert margins are particularly vulnerable and it is there that human settlements are most at risk of desertification.
· Desertification is the degradation of land in dry sub-humid areas due to various factors: including climatic variations and human activities.
