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McCoys
Target audience

McCoy’s clearly addresses its target audience and the viewer will undoubtedly know who the target audience is by the end of the clip. McCoy’s says that their crisps are ‘Man crisps’ at the end. And during the clip they also portray that the crisps are for ‘manly men’, because in the clip a guy at the pub accidentally plays a feminine song and gets weird looks and then gets expelled from the pub because of this.
Walkers don’t have a specific target audience who they’re targeting in their advert, and even if they did have a target audience, it’s not clear. All what happens in the advert is that there’s a crisp from a packet of the cheese and onion flavour packet falling from the top of a building and Gary Linekar jumps forward, saves it, and then eats it. Whilst it falls from the building, there’s a flashback of what the crisp has gone through throughout its life.

Use of colour, location and music
The McCoys advert is in a pub so it’s very dark and gloomy. I believe that they decided to use a pub because a pub is probably one of the main locations McCoys would sell their products. Afterall, it’s a Man’s Crisps and a pub is where most men spend their time after work or during the day.

On the other hand, the Walkers advert is more vibrant and energetic. It’s a sunny day. If the McCoys advert and the Walkers advert were played back to back, I reckon the Walkers one would appeal to majority of people because the use of colours would make it stick in the back of the audiences mind.
Brand positioning and use of character
Even if at the end the narrator didn’t mention ‘McCoy’s’ during the clip, the audience would have known it was a McCoy’s advert because of the setting, location, use of characters, and ultimately, we see a couple of men eating the crisps.

Also, the McCoy’s crisps are uniquely shaped and are not common amongst other brands. On the other hand, Walkers crisps’ shape is very widespread. For example, if you mixed Asda’s crisps with Walkers’ crisps, you wouldn’t be able to distinguish which is the Walkers crisp just by the appearance.
Their use of house style is very much appealing to its target audience. They’ve used big and bold font’s as well as making ‘MAN’ stand out more than anything at the end of the clip.
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
