There are many hazards in football which can cause injuries or even deaths. I have listed a number of hazards and countered them with control measures so they can be overcome and we can play the game safely. First of all there maybe a lot of litter on the pitch which could cause players to slip or trip, therefore before and after matches, breaktimes and lunchtimes the pitch should be cleaned up and a risk assessment should be under taken before any activities begin. When it rains the grass may become slippery and once again may cause slipping o tripping therefore players should wear appropriate footwear, taking measures like this will reduce injuries or deaths. However when there are bad weather conditions a backup plan should be in place for example there should be an indoor space available. Continuously playing on the same field may cause it to become worn out, for example on our pitch there are a lot of rocks and stones around patches of worn out grass, therefore new grass should be laid out regularly. Another hazard that was identified  was that when it rains there are many muddy puddles in the ground, the controlled measure to prevent injuries from muddy puddles is wearing appropriate footwear eg studs or football boots. Another hazard which became apparent is that the field had dips in there so a players falling over as they ran on un-level surfaces which could lead to fatal injuries or broken bones. The obvious way to stop this from happening is for ground staff to regularly have a check on the pitch and re-lay out new grass when needed. Two more hazards are not as frequent however if they happen they can have very disastrous effects. First off the coaches or member of staff might not be able to help the students if they are injured due to there lack of knowledge, secondly the students may be at risk if the teachers are new without any background checkups eg crb checked in this hazard the threat posed can be directly from the teacher. To combat these two hazards the teachers should firstly be crb checked before given the job and secondly all staff must be trained in first aid. Finally the last hazard which I saw is that the linings along the pitch are not done properly and have faded away. This can cause players to run out of play and hit into the fans or coaches along the sidelines. Therefore I would recommend the ground staff to outline the pitch regularly.
