Human activities have severely disrupted the rainforests of the world. Millions of acres are lost each year to farming, logging (much of it illegal), mining, and other human endeavours. If unchecked, these activities could potentially eliminate the rainforests of most of Asia, Africa, and South America. 

Losing biological treasures

We are losing Earth's greatest biological treasures just as we are beginning to appreciate their true value. Rainforests once covered 14% of the earth's land surface; now they cover a mere 6% and experts estimate that the last remaining rainforests could be consumed in less than 40 years, if humans keep destroying and taking the trees.

Another negative result due to the destruction of the rainforests in the world, is that it would lead to global warming because the tree are not removing the carbon dioxide in the earth’s atmosphere, which normally helps prevent global 
warming.
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Biodiversity in a Rainforest 

Half of the world's species will be destroyed.

Nearly half of the world's species of plants, animals and micro organisms will be destroyed or severely threatened over the next quarter century due to rainforest deforestation.
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The human exploitation of desert regions results in the drainage of underground aquifers.
The human exploitation of desert regions results in the drainage of underground aquifers (are wet underground layer of water bearing rock) and soil poisoning through Stalinization - is accelerating the rate at which deserts are drying out to the point of being killed off.
