Website Audience
The website is aimed at people who are interested in buying, selling or renting a property, primarily in the Birmingham area. A particular target group to help differentiate my website are students who require student accommodation. 

I have also included accessibility features to enable a larger audience. The accessibility features allow the website to be accessed by users of various abilities. One of the accessibility features I included was making sure that all images had alternative text ensuring that users with text to speech converters would be able to access my website. 

2. How have you made your website suitable for your audience?
To make my website suitable I planned ten pages. The ten pages consisted of a variety of pages including a home page, contact us page, properties for sale, properties for rent, etc. 
The website was created using a template and CSS, this helped me produce a professional looking website that was consistent. The pages created all had a consistent theme that matched my original designs. Some changes were made that were thought to be improvements, these were indicated in the plans.

3. How suitable is your website for the purpose?
The purpose of my website was to help the existing estate agents to expand their business and to attract a wider audience. Having a website consisting of ten pages easy to use and read attracts a wider range of customers that use the internet to search for properties. 
The website has been made suitable by using text that is appropriate to the target audience which included students. The images that were included are images of properties that were available for sale/rent. Any graphics that were created including the logo and banners depicted a professional image for the estate agents. This makes my website suitable for the purpose. 

4. Is your website easy to read e.g. font style, font size, font colour, language used?

The website has used the correct terminology that an estate agent will use, this includes terms such as conveyancing, mortgages, lease agreements etc. these terms were also included on a glossary page based to help customers, especially students who may not be familiar with the terminology. 

In page properties whilst creating my template, the font size/style and colour were determined. The font sizes were Main heading 22, Subheading 18 main paragraphs were 14. My main font style was Verdana and all text was white. Hyperlinks were changed to grey as the default blue was inappropriate and did not fit into the style of my website. 

5. How have you made your website easy to navigate around?

I have made my website easy to navigate by ensuring that all pages were created from a template. The templates ensured that the navigation bar remained consistent on each page in the same position jus below the banner on the left of the screen. 

The navigation bar consisted of nine buttons. Each button had the same size and had text that was easy to read, the buttons were animated flash buttons which when clicked changed colour to indicate the button had been pressed. 

Each page had a similar feel dude to the template which meant users were able to familiarise themselves with the layout of the website which meant that they could easiliy navigate around the website.

I have created my website using a template. This helps as all pages have a similar style. Each page consists of a navigation bar which allows users to navigate around the website easily, I have also included rollover images which have been adapted to buttons allowing users to click on them and forward them to the appropriate pages that are linked to the image. For example, on the home page, a rollover image that has an image of text saying calling all students, when the mouse goes over to this image the image rolls over to an image of a phone. When clicked it redirects to the students page providing information on all properties available on student accommodation. 

I have also included accessibility features as mentioned earlier such as Alt Text and also a page that explains how users can enlarge the text available by using their browser features.
